Before starting the refrigerator, follow
these important first steps.

INSTALLATION

+ Choose a place that is mnear a grounded electrical outlet.
Do Mot use an extansion cord or an adapier plug.

= For the most efficient operation, the refrigerator should
be located whare surrounding temperatures will not drop
below 107 F {-12= C) or excead 110° F (43° C). The
Froezo Control Feature is designed to automatically
maintain the selectad inferior refrigerator iemperature
within these boundaries.

+«  Allow space aroundthe unit for good air circulation.
Leave a 3 inch (75 mm) space on all sides of the
refrigerator for adequate circulafion.

MNOTE: The exterior walls of the refrigerator may becoma
quite warm as the comprassor works to transfer heat from
the inside. Temperatures as much as 30° F warmer tham
room temperature can ba expected. For this reason it is
particularly important in hotter climates to allow encugh
space for air circulation around your refrigarator.

LEVELING

The refrigerator must have all botiom comers resting fimly
on a solid floor. The ficor must be strong amough to support
a fully loaded rafrigerator. MOTE: It is Very Important for
your refrigerator to ba level in order fo function propery. If
the refrigerator is not leveled during installation, the door
may b= misaligned and not closa or seal propery, causing
cooling, frost, or moisiure problems.

To Level Your Refrigerator:

After discarding crating screws and wood base, use a
carpentars level to level tha refrigerator from front-to-back.
Adjust the plastic leveling feet in front, % bubble higher, so
that the door closes easily when left halfway opan.

SETTING THE TEMPERATURE CONTROL

COOL DOWN PERIOD

For safe food storage, allow 4 hours for the refrigerator to
cool down completely. The refrigerator will nun confinuously
for the first several hours.

TEMPERATURE CONTROL

The temperature control is located inside the refrigerator. The
temparature is factory preset to provide satisfactory food
storage temiperaturas. Howewvor, the temperature control is
adjustable to provida a range of temperatures for your
personal safisfaction. If a coldertemperature is desired, tum
the temperature control knob foward COLDEST and allow
several hours for temperatures to stabiize botween adjustments.

REFRIGERATOR FEATURES

TILT-OUT SHELF

This shelf is kocated inside on the refrigerator door and
provides additional storage space. To access an item, filt
top of “baskef” shelf down.




ADJUSTABLE INTERIOR SHELVES

Multi-position adjustable interior shalves can ba moved io
any position for larger or smaller packages. The shipping
spacers that stabilize the shebves for shipping should be
removed and discarded.

SLIDE-OUT BASKET

A Slide-Cut Basket (some modals) located at the bottom of
the rafrigarator, provides separate storage space foritems
that are difficult to store on refrigerator shehwes. To remove
the basket, pull out and lift up.

AUTOMATIC FREEZE CONTROL

The Freeza Control Feature will maintain proper intesior
refrigerator tamperature even whan the refrigarator is
placadin an area where the sumounding temperature drops
down to 10° F{-12=C).

INTERIOR LIGHT

The light comeas on automatically when the door is opened.
To replace thie light bulb, turn the temperature control to
OFF and unplug the electrical cord. Replace the old bulb
with a bulb of the same watiage.

CARE AND CLEANING

CLEANING THE INSIDE

Wash insida suriaces of the refrigarator with a solution of
two tablespoons of baking soda in one quart (1.136 litras)
warm water. Hinse and dry. Wring excass water out of the
sponge of cloth whien cleaning in the area of the controls, or
any alectrical paris.

¥Wash the removable parts with the baking soda solution
menfioned above, or mild detergent and warm water. Hinsa
and dry. Mever use metallic scouring pads, brushes,
abrasive cleaners, or alkaline soluticns on any surfaca. Do
not wash ramovable parts in a dishwasher.

CLEANING THE QUTSIDE

Wash the cabinat with warm water and mild liquid dotar-
gent. Rinsa well and wipa dry with a clean soft cloth.
Feplace parts and food.

If leaving the refrigerator
door open while on vacation, make
certain that children cannot get into the
refrigerator and become entrapped.

VACATION AND MOVING TIPS

Vacations:

If the refrigarator will not be used for several months:
+* Remove all food and unplug the power cord.

+ Claanand dry the interior thoroughly.

+ Leave the refrigerator door open slightly, blocking it open
if necessary, to prevent odor and mold growth.

Moving: Whean maoving the refrigarator, follow thesa guide-
limes to prevent damage:

+ Disconnect the power cord plug from the wall outlet.

+* Remove foods and cdean the refrigesator.

= Sacure all loosa items by taping them sacurely in place
to pravent damage.
= [n tha moving vehicle, sacura refrigerator in an upright

position to prevent movement. Also protect outsida of
refrigarator with a blanket, or similar item.
